· Submission Process: Submit nominations by completing the appropriate Performa provided for each category. Include any supporting materials or documentation relevant to the nomination (publications, case studies, research papers, testimonials, etc.). Nominations must be submitted via email to nairs@icmr.gov.in by the designated deadline.
· Deadline: All nominations must be received by 21st October 2024
· Note: An email has already been sent to all Principal Investigators. This is a general reminder for those who may have missed it. Please note, ICMR researchers are not eligible to apply for this recognition, as a separate call has been issued for them.
